Statement
Born in 1977, Sim Luttin recalls her earliest memory of what she wanted to be when
she grew up was an inventor. She was encouraged to do things in a labour intensive,
meticulous way, which was often a longer and highly detailed process. Now, years
later, she approaches her creative work this way.
Since 2013, Sim Luttin has expanded her object-based practice to include
photography, which she gathers and archives into monochromatic collections of
ordinary moments, captured day-to-day. These are carefully cropped, curated and
archived, forming a rich source of research material to inform the development and
creation of contemporary jewellery objects inspired by the often ubiquitous imagery.
Luttin’s work is tinged with nostalgia and melancholy: it delves into nuances of the
everyday and results in reflections that are conceptually engaging and beautiful.
Through her work, Luttin challenges her self-imposed paradigms by physically
recording and recreating her daily experiences and environment, allowing her time to
reflect on aspects of the human condition. 
Sim Luttin has exhibited in group exhibitions at Galerie Marzee, Netherlands; Velvet
da Vinci, San Francisco; SoFA New York and Chicago; Powerhouse Museum, Sydney;
and Craft, Melbourne and has work in the collections of the Art Gallery of South
Australia (AGSA), Australia and Gallerie Marzee, Netherlands. 
Sim Luttin currently lives and works in Melbourne, Australia as a contemporary
jeweller, craftsperson and artist, while also working as the Gallery Manager & Curator
at Arts Project Australia. Luttin has over 15 years experience as a maker, and finds her
inspiration in nature and objects located in the everyday.
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
